Frequently Asked Questions 
 
 

 
What is the format?  Teams will consist of two (2) contestants – amateur or 
professional, male or female.  Competition will be 18 hole two (2) person best ball 
match play.  There will be a Consolation Flight for teams getting beat in the first (1st) 
round of competition.  Ties will be broken by sudden death putt off.  Two (2) amateurs 
making up a team are welcome to play.  A team will be limited to no more than one (1) 
golf professional on the team.   
 
Where does the prize money come from?  Prize money is generated through Entry 
Fee Revenue and possibly through some form of sponsorship. 
 
Is this a two-day event?  The putting competition will be a one (1) day event Saturday, 
December 7th beginning at 10:30 a.m.  There will be practice putting and a pairings 
draw the evening prior to the putting competition. 
 
What is the pairings draw?   Match pairings will be determined for the first matches to 
be contested Saturday, December 7th at 10:30 a.m.  There will be a review of the rules 
of play Friday evening and again on Saturday morning prior to the beginning of 
competition. 
 
What about one’s amateur status?  You always have the choice to select a golf 
professional as a partner.
